Initially organized by the Indian Football Association, now managed by the Calcutta 

Hockey League since 1905.

Ezra World Cup
Organized by the Calcutta Polo Club to celebrate 150 years, held at the Pat Williamson 

Ground, Kolkata in December 2011.

Dhyan Chand Award (2002)
First recipients were Shahuraj Birajdar (Boxing), Ashok Diwan (Hockey), and Aparna 

Ghosh (Basketball).

BC Roy Trophy
An annual Indian football tournament for players under 19 years, with Mizoram as the 

current champion (2018-2019).

Durand Cup India’s oldest football competition, first held in 1888 in Annandale, Shimla.

Rangaswamy Cup
The first tournament was won by United Provinces, defeating Rajputana 3-1 in the final 

in Calcutta.

Ranji Trophy
Donated by Maharaja Bhupinder Singh of Patiala, the first match was held on November 

4, 1934, between Madras and Mysore at Chepauk Ground, Madras.

Rovers Cup
The 1st Worcester Regiment won the inaugural Rovers Cup in 1891, a significant event 

in Indian football history.
